• Up to 6 individual or family clinical counseling sessions (in-person, via telephone, or via
telehealth) at no cost for grief support as well as assessment and referral to longer-term
counseling if desired.

• Ongoing Pet Loss Support Group to all community members at no cost (flyer enclosed).
